Rustburg, VA – JetBroadband announces today its plan to open a new facility in Campbell County. The company currently employs over 50, and the expansion will result in the creation of an additional 25 positions. The new facility will be the first located in the new Seneca Commerce Park on U.S. Route 29, and construction is already well underway. JetBroadband will relocate from the current facility it leases located further north on U.S. Route 29.
JetBroadband will make this new facility its Virginia and North Carolina regional headquarters, and it plans to invest $200,000 in additional equipment. Future goals of the company include the addition of more digital quality programming, the introduction of High Definition television channels, and making High Speed Data available to all the homes it serves in Virginia.

JetBroadband was formed in 2005, and today it provides high-speed internet access and digital cable programming to Virginia, North Carolina, and West Virginia. The company has grown quickly and done so largely through business acquisition. It has accomplished much recently, including upgrading all its Virginia systems and extending its service areas. In 2006, JetBroadband received the Virginia Cable Television Association’s Technical Achievement Award.
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JetBroadband’s President, David M. Baum, said regarding the company’s expansion, “JetBroadband is pleased to have the opportunity to work with the fine folks of Campbell County on locating a site within the county to build our new home. We have made substantial progress in the construction of our new facility and are very excited about remaining local to the communities we serve. JetBroadband hires & employs local people to run our cable business. We are pleased we have been able to add to our customer base with the recent acquisition of the cable systems to the east & west of us. JetBroadband is very confident that the communities surrounding Campbell County, such as Bedford, Rocky Mount, Glade Hill, Christiansburg and Wytheville, are communities that will enjoy advanced services we look forward to bringing to our customers in 2008. It is because of the strong support from communities like Campbell County that we have chosen to expand our footprint, and hire locally, in South Central Virginia.” 
The Campbell County Board of Supervisors supports this expansion and will provide $20,000 in incentive funding. Supervisor Hugh W. Rosser, Seneca District, commented: “As JetBroadband expands its services and availability, both the residential and business communities will benefit. This expansion proves that Campbell County is moving forward, and we are glad to support JetBroadband as it both provides for the present and moves towards the future.”
